We are making good progress on our Interagency Agreement for Buildings Sector Market Potential Analysis (EPA/IAG ID # DW89938459-01).  RICH—REWRITE THIS FOLLOWING PART: We have finalized or are in the process of finalizing several major deliverables, including revised CCAP forecasts for several ENERGY STAR appliances, analyses of new products for which EPA is considering labels, updated versions of the web software in support of the Home Improvement Tool, field metering and surveys of office equipment usage, analyses of peak demand savings from ENERGY STAR office equipment, and a variety of other technical memos in support of EPA and DOE work in this area.  Technical support also continues for virtually all residential ENERGY STAR labeling programs.

At the current expenditure rate, we project that the existing funding for that IAG will be fully depleted at the end of March 2001.  To allow analysis to continue through December 2001, we request that you obligate an additional $840,000 to this IAG.  The supplemental funding request fits within the original budget submitted for this IAG.
